ÅWhile the recession did cause a 10 percent drop from 

April 2009 until March 2011, international seats have 

increased by 20 percent since. 

ÅEuropean capacity was only minimally impacted by the 

recession. 

ÅThe inauguration of British Airwaysô Heathrow service 

triggered a period of significant expansion. 

ÅMexican capacity was negatively impacted by both the 

recession and the cessation of Mexicana service but 

capacity addition this year by Aeromexico, Volaris and 

VivaAerobus has clearly reversed that trend.
